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Dear Parent/Carer,

Our aims as a school are to provide a first-rate independent education, giving every child the chance
to develop their full potential in all areas. We have been looking specifically at how we can develop
the character of the children, enabling them to secure the confidence and compassion to be
outstanding members of the school and wider community.

The first Appendix offers a non-exhaustive list, accounting for the ways in which character
development is achieved throughout the whole school or in specific sections of it. These are the
opportunities for children to develop resilience, courage, determination, agency and self-reliance.
